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Cluster Discipline Ladder for Minor Offenses

Teachers will follow the following steps:

« 1% Step: Warning
« 2"4 Step: Cluster conference with student (Notify parent)
- 3" Step: Lunch detention (Notify parent)
« 4" Step: Lunch detention with kitchen patrol duty (Call parent)
» If clusters are unable to contact parents, consult with the case manager.
« 5™ Step: Cluster’s After School Detention. (Call parent)

» If a student misses cluster assigned ASD, the next step will be taken.
» At this point, the student will be referred to his/her guidance counselor.
« 6" Step: Mandatory Parent Conference
« 7' Step: Office Referral

Administrative Discipline Ladder for Minor
Offenses

The Assistant Principal will follow the following steps:

« 1% Referral: Administrative ASD (Parent contact)
« 2"4 Referral: 1 day of BIC (Parent contact)
« 3" Referral: 2 days of BIC (Parent contact)
» Refer to guidance counselor.
« 4" Referral: 3 days of BIC (Parent contact)
« 5" Referral: 1 day of OSS (Parent contact)
« 6" Referral: 2 days of OSS (Parent contact)

« Each additional referral will result in 2 days of OSS.
